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Top tips to take your
idea further

Bring in extra brainpower!

Talk to different people about your idea - it might spark more ideas to make your idea better,
or even start you on a new one!

Write a story or comic!

Try writing or drawing a story where someone has a problem and they get to use your
invention. What happens?

Be an internaut

Go on the internet to see if anyone has done anything a bit like your idea. How is yours
different or how can you change it to make it really unique? Inventing is often about making
something that exists better, so what's your take on it?

Sleep onit

Not literally! But take the time to forget about your idea and come back to it with a fresh pair
of eyes. What would you do differently (or not?!).

Swap it up

Your idea might be for someone or something specific - what if someone or something
completely different was trying to use it, what would happen?

Draw it again

When you've had a chance to think some more, have another go at drawing the same idea.
What do you want to add or remove?
