This project can be used to support curriculum knowledge and skill
development in English, science, art and geography, alongside enhancing
nature education, with age appropriate adaptations.

Some cross-curricular links to a variety of objectives, include:

Science

Students can base their invention ideas on observations of the world around them that present
opportunities for innovation. They can:

« Learn that environments can change and that this can sometimes pose dangers to living things

« Introduced to fossil fuels and energy sources

o Students can learn about the sustainability of different forms of power and how to reduce their
impact on the environment

« Identify that most living things live in habitats to which they are suited and describe how
different habitats provide the basic needs of different kinds of animals and plants, and how they
depend on each other

« ldentify and name a variety of plants and animals in their habitats, including microhabitats

o Describe how animals obtain their food from plants and other animals, using the idea of a
simple food chain, and identify and name different sources of food

« Askrelevant questions and using different types of scientific enquiries to answer them

« Gather, record, classify and present data in a variety of ways to help in answering questions

« Record findings using simple scientific language, drawings and labelled diagrams

o Understand that the production of carbon dioxide by human activity and the impact on climate

Geography

Students will learn about human geography. They can:

« Learnabout the distribution of natural resources including energy, food, minerals and water

« Consider types of settlements and land use

« Physical geography relating to: geological timescales and plate tectonics; rocks, weathering and
soils; weather and climate, including the change in climate from the Ice Age to the present; and
glaciation, hydrology and coasts

« Understand how human and physical processes interact to influence and change landscapes,
environments and the climate; and how human activity relies on the effective functioning of
natural systems
